Rules and General information


1. This llama show is approved by ALSA as a level II Eastern Regional Qualifier. All rules and guidlines will be in accordance with the 13th edition ALSA Handbook. All llamas including juveniles entered must be registered or passed screening with the ILR or CLRC witht he exceptionof non-breeder llamas and youth llamas.


2. Copies of the registration papersmust accompany show entry forms. Entries must be made in the Name of the animal and owner as matched to the registration papers, or with a "Permission to Show" form.


3. There is a $5 per llama ALSA fee in addition to the $35 entry fee.


4. Non-ALSA members including youth will be charged a $30 non-member fee.


5. ALSA members must include their ALSA numbers on the entry form.


6. Exhibitors who become ALSA members after submitting their entries must show their ALSA membership card to the show clerk to get their non-membership fee refunded.


7. For ALSA points, all llamas and youth that are recorded with ALSA must have their ALSA number included on the entry form. For llamas and youth who are not yet recorded with ALSA, to have points from this show the recording application must be sent into ALSA within 14 days from the close of the show.


8. Llama entries in perfromance classes are restricted in that a llama may be entered in a youth class or a non-youth class (open, advanced or novice classes) but not both.


9. All llamas entered in ALSA classes must be born on or before Jan. 4, 2005.


10. The New Yorkk Classic accepts no responsibility regarding sales of animals.    


Health Regulations


The New York Classic requests a health form dated from the year 2005. It is the exhibitors responsibility to acquire proper veterinary forms for transporting.


Stalling


Stalling will be pre-assigned on a first come, first serve basis. Stalling is as follows;


The closest barns to the show ring are the cattle barns, which requires your own 9x9 panels. The hrse barn is behind the cattle barn, which have 10x10 stalls, with swinging doors and dirt floors. To use the closer barn you MUST provide your own panels. Water and electric will be available. Be sure to bring your own extension cords.


* Exhibitors are responsible for their stalls to be completely cleaned before they leave the grounds. The Boy Scouts will be available for hire for cleaning of the stalls at $8 per stall.


Hay and Straw


Hay and straw must be ordered ahead of time. Bales will be @ $7.00 each.

The New York Classic Show


Youth Classes - Entry Fee $25 per youth


Junior Youth: 8 years as of June 4, 2005 to 10 years as of Jan 1, 2005


Intermediate Youth: 11 years as of Jan 1, 2005 to 13 years as of Jan 1, 2005


Senior Youth: 14 years as of Jan 1, 2005 to 18 years as of Jan 1, 2005


Sub-Junior: Under 8 years as of June 4, 2005 (no entry fee)


Youth exhibitors may show either llamas or alpacas. Age division may be combined if there are insufficient entries in either age division.

Performance Classes - Advance classes are open to llamas that are capable at competing at the advance level. Llamas & Alpacas that have placed 1st, 2nd or 3rd, three or more times in novice or open levels of a given class MUST enter in advance level.


  Novice classes are open to llamas and alpacas that have placed 1st. 2nd, or 3rd less than three times in the respective Novice or open level of the given class.


  Pack classes are open to all llamas 18 mos and older. Llamas 36 mos or older must carry no less than 40 lbs of pack weight. Youth do not need to carry weight.

Llama Production Class


All offspring entered in Produce of dam or Get of Sire must be entered in their respective halter classes. Dams and sires do not need to be present at the show.
